Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements

Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of First Takaful Insurance Company - KPSC (“the Company™), which
comprise the statement of financial position as at 31 December 2021, and the statement of profit or loss,
statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income, statement of changes in equity and statement of
cash flows for the year then ended, and notes to the financial statements, including a summaty of significant

accounting policies.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements present fairly, in all matetial respects, the financial
position of the Company as at 31 December 2021, and its financial performance and its cash flows for the year
then ended in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRSs).

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing (ISAs). Our tesponsibilities
under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilitier for the Audit of the Financial Statements
section of our report.

Valuation of investment propertics

The Company’s investment properties represent a significant part of the Company’s total assets. The valuation
of investment properties is a significant judgment area requiring 2 number of assumptions including market
knowledge, recent transactions for other similar properties, uncertainties and liquidity in the market. Changes
in these assumptions and judgments could lead to significant movements in valuation of investment properties
and consequently unrealized gains or losses in the statement of profit or loss. The Company’s disclosures about

its investment properties are included in Note 10.

Our audit procedures included assessing the appropriateness of management’s process for reviewing and
assessing the work of the external valuers and the valuations including management’s consideration of
competence and independence of the external valuers, We assessed the appropriateness of the valuation
methodologies used in assessing the fair value of the investment properties including discussions with the
management and challenging the estimates, assumptions and valuation methodology used in assessing the fair
value of investment properties. We also obtained the undetlying information provided by management to the
-independent valuers in relation to valuation assumptions to confirm that it was consistent with the information
